By plane to London Heathrow: For students coming to the UK, we recommend the IP Low
Budget Transfer: which is bookable on a Saturday or Sunday before 17.00. If you have booked the
low budget transfer please make your own way to Terminal 5 / Meeting Point for 17.00. A
member of staff will be at the airport to welcome our students between the hours of 10.00 and
17.00. The coach to the centre will leave at 18h00. On the day of departure our low budget shuttle
will leave the centre between 6.00 and 8.00 and arrive at London Heathrow around 12.00.
Students may have to wait before their flight departs, but please, bear in mind that they should
check in 2 hours before take-off. This requires a flight departure from Heathrow Airport after 14.00.
If you're arriving or leaving outside this timeframe or at any other airport you can book a
private transfer. Private transfers are offered from London Heathrow, London Gatwick, London
City (2,5 hours), Southampton (1hour), and Bournemouth airports (15mins). Our Meet & Greet-
Service will be waiting for you at the customs exit and ensure a safe transfer to the centre. On the
day of departure, private transfers will leave the centre as required to make sure that the students
are also able to complete a timely check-in. Please keep in mind that students may have to wait a
length of time before their flight departs in order for our staff to comply with a 2 hour pre-departure
check-in.

Groups will generally receive a Meet & Greet-Service at their customs exit from a member of IP
staff and get accompanied to the departure Terminal.

On the day of departure we will drop our clients off at the airport. If they would like to be taken
directly to the check-in desk, please inquire about our Unaccompanied Minor Service. You also
have to book our UM-Service if your client uses the UM-service for the flight.

By Eurostar (train): Meet & Greet Service and transfers are offered from London St. Pancras (4
hours).

Our junior summer school is attractive for our older
students (14-17 years), because it is located in
England’s most popular student town.

Full-Day: London

If you travel to England, you simply have to see London! We try to get as much as possible out of our
day in this fascinating city. We leave Bournemouth at around 8.30 and after a short stop at Heathrow
Airport we'll arrive in the city centre of London at about 11.00. During our guided tour we will pass
Trafalgar Square, The Mall, Buckingham Palace, Birdcage Walk, Houses of Parliament, Big Ben,
Westminster Abbey, London Eye and Piccadilly Circus (entrance fees are not included).

After our tour it's shopping time! Shopping is not supervised and is only permitted in groups with
minimum of 3 students. Our shopping venues include Oxford Street, Regent Street and Carnaby
Street.

Alternatively, you may choose to visit the Hard Rock Café or the famous Covent Garden. At Covent
Garden you will have the opportunity to watch a variety of street artists and jugglers.

As you may notice, the possibilities are endless and you will have a difficult time deciding how to
spend your one magnificent day in London. At about 18.00 we will leave London; tired after an exciting
day, but with countless memories to look back on. When we return to the centre around 21.30 we will
definitely be ready for a good night’s sleep!

Full-Day: Bath

Bath’s “heyday” was in the 18th century when it was a fashionable spa town and was the “hot spot” for
English high society. Much of the architecture of Bath dates back to this time and the city is famous for
its elegant Georgian townhouses and sweeping crescents. Today Bath is one of the most beautiful
cities in the UK and has been declared a World Heritage Site by UNESCO.

We will leave the centre at around 8.30 and arrive in Bath approximately two hours later. After a
guided tour around the city, your free time may be spent shopping or visiting the Roman Bath & Pump
Room, Pulteney Bridge, Bath Abbey or the Royal Crescent (entrance fees not included). At about
16h00 we will leave Bath and return to Bournemouth around 18.00.

Full-Day: Brighton

Brighton is without a doubt Britain’s most popular seaside resort offering some of the best shopping
outside of London! It has become one of the most fashionable and vibrant cities in the UK. Our
sightseeing walk will take us past the famous Piers and the Royal Pavilion (entrance fees not
included). These have been major attractions for decades, as well as the famous Lanes Shopping
Quarter. Departure for Brighton is at approximately 8.30 and we will arrive back in Bournemouth in
time for dinner at 18.00.

Half-Day: Jurassic Coast

The Jurassic Coast is a World Heritage Site. It is located on the English Channel Coast in Southern
England, stretching from Orcombe Point, near Exmouth in East Devon, to Old Harry Rocks near
Swanage in East Dorset. Its distance spans 153 kilometers. The Jurassic Coast consists of Triassic,
Jurassic and Cretaceous cliffs, spanning the Mesozoic Era, documenting 180 million years of
geological history. The site contains a number of unique geological features as well as amazing
examples of various landforms. These landforms include the natural arch at Durdle Door, in addition to
the cove and limestone folding at Lulworth Cove. We will visit these two sites during our half-day trip to
the Jurassic Coast. We will leave Bournemouth around 14h00 and back in time for dinner.
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Half-Day: Salisbury

Salisbury is famous for its breath-taking cathedral, which has been described as the most beautiful
cathedral in England, enclosed within a magnificent Medieval City. During this half-day excursion we
will take a town walk passing the cathedral (entrance fee not included) and ancient buildings.
Afterwards, you may spend your free time shopping or exploring Salisbury’s history. We will leave for
Salisbury around 14h00 and will be back in time for dinner.

Half-Day: Winchester

For our half-day trip to Winchester, the former English Capital, we will leave Bournemouth around
14h00. After our arrival we will take a sightseeing walk, viewing the cathedral and castle — home to
King Arthur's Round Table. After our walk, you will have time to spend shopping or visiting the rest of
town. Winchester is also an ideal place for lovers of the written word. Winchester has some of the best
bookshops in all of Great Britain. Dinner will be provided back at the centre.

Half-Day: Corfe Castle

After a 45 minute drive we will arrive at Corfe Castle. First, we will re-live the castle’s story by visiting
its small museum. Then we will take a leisurely stroll among the castle’s historic ruins. We will also
take a quick look at the village shops before moving on to the small harbour town of Swange. Here
you will be able to take a break and enjoy some shopping or a swim on the beach. After our break, we
will walk to the Castle area and wander around the small shops and little village next to the castle.
Your stay in England just wouldn't be complete without experiencing this great castle and its spooky
stories!

Special Programme

Surf Course

Bournemouth is ideal for surfing. If you want to get the feeling of the waves, you should join the surfing
course at our partner school.

The surfing course for beginners comprises five lessons (2 hours each) in the afternoon and lasts one
week. Equipment will be provided. The time of the surfing lessons can vary depending on the weather,
the tide and the size of the waves. Please be aware that it might not be possible to join the activity
programme or scheduled excursion.

This special is not included in the programme but can be chosen at the time of booking as an upgrade.
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International Projects’ Rules and Regulations for Students

Alcohol and Drugs The consumption of alcohol and drugs is strictly forbidden. Law prohibits
young adults under the age of 18 from buying or consuming alcohol in the UK.

Pubs, Discos, and Amusements Young adults under the age of 16 are not allowed to enter pubs
in the UK. Students 16 years of age are permitted in a pub until 21.30, but are only able to buy
and consume soft drinks. Visiting pubs is only advisable if you are accompanied by a member of
staff, group leader, or home stay host. Discos / Nightclubs and amusement arcades are strictly out
of bounds for all students under 18 years of age.

Smoking It is illegal for young adults under the age of 18 to buy and smoke cigarettes at all
destinations.

Theft Shoplifters and thieves are prosecuted in the UK, irrespective of the value of the stolen
article.

Weapons and Dangerous Articles All weapons (including flick-knives) are forbidden. CS gas is
also illegal.

Fire Extinguishers Fire extinguishers are located throughout the centres and their buildings.
These are for emergency use only. If a fire extinguisher is tampered with in ANY way, students will
be fined for its misuse.

Going Out Students are allowed to go out in the evenings in groups with a minimum of 3 students
pending the Centre Manager’s permission. They must adhere to the following laws and be back in
the residence or with their private host by: Ages 13 & 14: 22h00, 15 & older: 24h00. If you are
going to be late please call your host or centre office in order to ensure that we know where you
are and do not have to look for you. The above times do not apply when students are involved in
an organised evening activity. This rule does not apply to students under the age of 13 since
they have to be supervised at all times.

Leaving the Campus / College grounds/ Arranging their own excursion Students under the
age of 17 are not allowed to leave the destination town or village unless they are accompanied by
a member of staff.

Doors Entrance doors to the residences must not be kept open. This is for your own safety. Theft
can, and does occur. Careless security on your part will place you and your belongings at risk.
Compulsory Activities All lessons along with the daily morning assembly must be attended.
Damage Incidences of damage to property and buildings caused by misuse or vandalism will be
dealt with severely. Students will have to pay for ALL damages.

Private Doors which are marked with signs that state “private” are not to be opened. Some private
areas will be unlocked for fire safety reasons, but entrance is still forbidden.

Noise Students are asked to respect those around them, and keep noise to a minimum when
returning to residences or private homes late in the evening. Social areas in the residences may
be used after the evening activity finishes, but students should be in their rooms by 23.00.
Students are not to congregate outside residences late in the evening. Many centres are situated
in residential areas — please be considerate of those who live close by.

Mobiles The use of mobile telephones during lesson time is strictly prohibited. Failure to comply
with this may result in staff confiscating your mobile phone. IP staff does not accept any
responsibility for the loss of or damage to mobile phones.

Swimming Swimming in the sea is allowed on the condition that your parents have not specified
otherwise. Swimming in the sea is not an organised IP activity, and therefore IP staff cannot be
held responsible for student safety. Swimming in the sea when the red flag is flying is absolutely
forbidden.
